Before children engage with books independently, they watch as their teachers share books with 

them, noting how they hold a book, turn the pages, and interact with the pictures.

Share a variety of books with the child.

• 
Point to familiar items in a story and name 

them. Identify items mentioned in the story 

and items shown in the illustrations. 

• 
Invite the child to help you hold the book 

and turn the pages.

• 
If the child uses sounds in their attempt to 

identify items in the story, say something 

like “You said ‘ca, ca, ca.’ Yes, that’s a cat.”

• 
Change your tone of voice as you 

read. Use different sounds for different 

characters or incorporate animal sounds 

for any animals in a story.

While there’s nothing quite like seeing an infant’s smile, you might be surprised to learn that 

early smiles are often reflexes related to sleep or digestion. Social smiles, in which infants 

express emotion, are often prompted by warm and caring interactions with their teachers. 

What You Do
Throughout the day, consider using the following strategies to encourage the child to smile.

• 
Make eye contact and smile when 

interacting with the child.

• 
Use sweet, high-pitched tones; 

singsong voices; or exaggerated or silly 

expressions when talking to the child.

• 
Tickle the child’s feet, toes, or tummy 

to capture the child’s attention.

• 
Play simple, engaging games with the 

child, such as peekaboo or patty-cake.

1. Hold the child securely in your lap 

facing you.
2. Smile and greet the child, giving 

them time to look at your face and 

expression.
3. Continue talking with the child as you 

slowly move from side to side.

4. Notice how the child’s gaze tracks your 

face as you move.

5. Consider repeating the activity with a 

high-contrast toy.

During an infant’s first two months, it 

is common for their eyes to not always 

work well together, and they may 

appear crossed or even wander out 

to the sides. This is a typical part of 

normal development and will correct 

itself as the child grows. However, 

if the child’s eyes are consistently 

turning inward or outward, encourage 

the family to speak with your local 

early intervention services or their 

pediatrician.

Hearing Your Voice

Skill: Reacts to voice 

Young infants are often fascinated by their teacher’s voice. They intently follow the sound, turning 

their heads and meeting their teacher’s gaze. In response to the teacher’s voice, they make 

eye contact, move their body toward the sound, and make their own sounds, all signs of their 

emerging language skills. What You DoNotice how the child responds to your voice over the next several days. Look for signs such as

• making eye contact,• moving their head or body toward your 

voice,
• cooing or making sounds, 

• becoming calmer and more content, and

• showing excitement by wiggling their arms 

and legs.

Scan to Watch

If the child has demonstrated minimal 

reactions to an adult’s voice by three 

months (e.g., not cooing, turning, or 

making eye contact in response), 

encourage families to consult their 

pediatrician to rule out any potential 

concerns about their hearing.
